3.	Review of Previous Minutes

	Fun Day / Circus Workshop (Tracy Manfredi)
Happy Circus are a touring circus featuring acrobats, clowns, strongmen and much more. Due to phenomenal demand for dates, Tracy has now booked Happy Circus for Wednesday 11th September. FODS will fundraise through ticket sales, stalls, coned sweets, raffle and refreshments in advance of the performance. Children will be able to stay in school before the event and have a hot meal and refreshments (chargeable) before the stalls open at 5pm and the circus starts at 6pm. Agreed that an early bird price of £10 a head (seat) would be offered until 05/07/19 after which ticket prices will increase to £12. Under 3’s will be free if sat on lap.
